I. General dispositions

Art.  1

This contract is stipulated for the settlement of the rights and the obligations of the contractual parties regarding the admission to membership and the membership in the Association for GS 1 standards – GS1 Macedonia and on that basis allowance to use the GS1 system.

Art.  2

By conclusion of the present contract obligatory-lawful relation between the contractual parties is established, according to the law regulations and the constitutional acts of the GS1 Macedonia.

II. Rights and the obligations of the GS1 Macedonia‘s member

II. 1 Rights of the member:

Art.  3

By subscription of this contract the member of the GS1 Macedonia obtain the right to a number allocation, its application to all its own products as well as the use of the GS1 system.

The member of theGS1 Macedonia has the right to ask to be provided by the GS1 Macedonia with all necessary instructions and guidance for the GS1 system implementation.

II. 2   Liabilities of the member:
Art.  4

The member is bound to:

· prior to the subscription of the present contract to pay the fixed amount as a subscription fee, annual membership fee and membership dues for allowance to use the GS1 number, against submitted regular Invoice, on the bank account of the GS1 Macedonia;

· to pay every year: the fixed membership fee and the membership dues for allowance to use the GS1 number increased for V.A.T. (DDV) against submitted regular invoice from the GS1 Macedonia, within 15 days from the issuance date;

· to make use of the GS1 system exclusively according to the instructions and the technical standards set up by the International GS1 organization and the GS1 Macedonia;

· to make use exclusively of the GS1 number allocated by GS1 Macedonia;

· to inform the GS1 Macedonia about all occurred changes (changes of the company’s name, address, telephone number, bank account, authorized person representing the company, ceasing of the company’s activity and other relevant information) not later than 15 days from the  occurrence date;

· to appoint the person who will be continuously in charge for the application and the development of the GS1 system and the bar-coding the articles;

· to keep the records in the Register for the own used GS1 numbers for different articles;

· to allow evidence to the GS1 Macedonia into the Register of already used GS1 numbers and to give all necessary information for the conduction and use of the GS1 system;

· at least once a year ( lately by December the 20th of the current year ) and more often, at proper convenience, to submit in written or electronic form ( gs1mk@gs1mk.org.mk) the tabular statement of all revisions made in the Register for the own used GS1 numbers during the current year;

· in compliance with the Decision for allocation of the Unique Registration GS1 number,  to work out the bar-codes for its own products and ensure their quality and legibility;

· to make use of the allocated Unique Registration GS1 number for marking exclusively its own products. The allocated GS1 number neither entirely or any part thereof shall not be assigned, transferred or sold to third parties;

· to fulfill and remit regularly to GS1 Macedonia the Questionnaire form for the own bar-coded articles;

· should the membership in the GS1 Macedonia be terminated, for any reason, the member is obliged within 15 days to remit back to GS1 Macedonia the issued Decision for the allocation of the Unique Registration GS1 number and to cease its application to the proper products;

Art.  5

The member of the GS1 Macedonia undertakes full and sole responsibility for correct use of the GS1 system and shall refund the damages incurred due to the misapplication of the GS1 system, abuse of right to intellectual property or other misuse, as well as in the event the member fails to substantially fulfill any of the terms and conditions of the contract with GS1 Macedonia;

III. Rights and liabilities of the GS1 Macedonia

III. 1 Liabilities of the GS 1 Macedonia

Art.  6

· on request of the member,  to make its subscription to membership and to allocate to the same the Unique Registration GS1 number, in accordance with the principles and the rules of the GS1;

· once a year to remit to the member the invoice for the membership fee and the membership dues for the use of the GS1 number, increased for V.A.T. ( DDV);

· to establish the amount of the subscription taxes, the membership fee and the membership dues for use of the GS1 number, according to the GS1 Macedonia Managing Board’ s decisions;

· to inform the member for the changes of the amount for the subscription taxes, the annual membership fee and the membership dues for use of the GS1 number by announcement on the web-site;

· to inform the member on the GS1 system’s function, benefit effect under its implementation and the ultimate developments on the international level;

· provide the member with the professional help during GS1 system application;

· provide the member with necessary instructions ( both technical and administrative) for the right, regular in time and real use of the GS1 system;

· give a member necessary help for correct use, accordingly to GS1 standards, avoiding their misapplication or abuse;

· to give a member support to surmount the eventual irregularities occurred;

· to regularly update its own web-site (www.gs1mk.org.mk) by announcing all changes for the existing members as well as the entry of the new members in GS1 Macedonia;

· at least once a month to update the electronic catalogue of the bar-coded items on the basis of the lists remitted from the member related to the registers of the GS1 numbers already in use.

· to procure the national and the international evidence and the representation of the member by its incorporation into the International Register  GEPIR;

III. 2 Rights of the GS Macedonia
Art.  7

GS1 Macedonia has the right to control the application and the use of the GS1 system in the Republic of Macedonia. The control is aiming to ensure the correct implementation of the GS1 system values and criteria, entirely taken and the separate segments thereof.

Art.  8

GS1 Macedonia is entitled to terminate this contract, i.e. to quit it or to absolve the right to use the GS1 system to the member, by its concealment from the evidence of the GS1 Macedonia in the following circumstances:
· when the member has not  fulfill the obligation for the payment of the membership fee and the membership dues for use of the GS1 number within 6 months, or upon two years period of time from the interruption of any cooperation or contact with the member;

· when the member of the GS1 Macedonia fail to correctly use the GS1 system or doesn’t respect the established rules and technical standards


during its application;

· when the member of the GS1 Macedonia doesn’t respect the other liabilities set up in the Art. 4 of the present contract.

The termination of this contract according to the point 1 and 2 of the present Article, GS1 Macedonia shall make it in written form by prior notice of 15 days.

IV. Termination of the contract and cease of the membership
Art.  9

Notwithstanding any provision regarding the time-limits in this contract, any of the parties thereof is entitled to quit the contract, upon its own appraisal that there is no interest for further implementation of its dispositions.

The termination notice is given in written form.

The termination time-limit, as to the point 1 of this article is 3 (three) months from the day of receipt of the termination notice.

Art. 10

In the event of termination of the present contract and cease of the membership, GS1 Macedonia is owing to:
· withdraw the Decision for the Unique Registration GS1 number allocation;

· to cancel the member from the evidence in the International Register GEPIR;

· to protect the member from abuse of its non-used GS1 numbers, by information given to the competent authorities for the cease of -membership and non-used GS1 numbers, based on the evidence from the Register of the GS1 numbers already in use;

· to inform the other members about the cease of the concrete membership especially the big super-markets and the distribution network;

· to announce the cease of the concrete membership on its own web-site : www.gs1mk.org.mk
V. Settlement of controversy

Art. 11

Any of the parties is liable to fulfill the responsibilities undertaken by this contract, correctly and in due time. The parties are bound to perform thoroughly the obligations from this contract. 

Any controversy arising from the present contract or the part thereof, including any dispute related to its interpretation or validity, shall be settled by negotiations or other modes for amicable settlement. If the parties fail to resolve the dispute amicably, the same shall be submitted to the competent arbitral tribunal in Skopje.

All rights and liabilities no expressly set up in the present contract shall be bound by the arbitration adjudication rendered in accordance with the Law on the obligation’s relations.
VI. Final dispositions                  

Art. 12
This contract is made in 2(two) identical exemplars, one for each of the parties.

Art. 13
The contractual parties undertake the rights, liabilities and responsibilities stipulated by this contract, on the day of its subscription by the legal representatives from both sides.
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
